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Volunteering as a Group
Co-workers, youth groups, school classes, civic organizations, social clubs, sororities, fraternities, alumni associations, and church groups --- any and all can make a significant contribution as a volunteer team for the Boys & Girls Clubs of Middle Tennessee. We will work with your group coordinator to identify your special interests, skills and time constraints and match you with a meaningful and satisfying project.
Opportunities for group volunteering: 

· Parties/events ---Coordinate and deliver a holiday or seasonal party for Club members.

· Facility improvements---Provide a bit of TLC to a Club, including painting, landscaping, general maintenance, etc. 

· Special events---Assist with one of the organization’s major special events, including the Great Nashville Duck Race, the Ingram Cup Golf Challenge, Wine Down Main Street, Steak and Burger Dinner and the Youth of the Year Dinner.  
· Sporting events--- Assist Club staff with a sponsored sporting event. 
· Field Trips---Coordinate and deliver a special outing (cultural, recreational, outdoor, etc.) for Club members. Or, volunteer to assist staff in keeping members safe while the children are participating in planned field trips. 
· Learning opportunities---Share your group’s expertise in a particular topic or area with the members, such as teaching them about different cultures, money management, public speaking, community history, etc.

· Recreation---Plan a games day, with activities suitable for all ages. Or, coordinate a boards game competition, again suitable for a range of ages.
Tips for volunteering as a group:

· One person from the group will need to be the primary group contact. This person will receive all communications on behalf of the group regarding volunteering, and be responsible for organizing and communicating with all group members. If your group will have interaction with the Club members, we will require the coordinator to pass a background check.
· Assess your group’s availability for interests in and goals for a group volunteer activity, along with the group’s talents and experiences. This will help you in choosing a group assignment and ensuring everyone has a positive experience that meets their expectations.
· Groups should be flexible with the types of volunteer projects they will consider doing. Sometimes, an activity that you would not have previously thought of doing can be the most rewarding.
· If you are volunteering on behalf of an organization or company, you must make sure the organization or company supports the group volunteering activity and all the responsibilities such entails. If you are participating in an employee-based group volunteering on company time, or if you are taking vacation time to volunteer on behalf of the company, make sure you have permission and support from your employer.
· BGCMT needs sufficient lead time to place a group into a volunteering activity; please allow sufficient time for us to meet your request for service.
· Be dependable! Once your group has made a commitment to a volunteer project, we rely upon your support.
· Follow your project, assess it to determine what worked and what didn’t; whether you would like to volunteer again; and what types of activities the group would like to do in the future. Your feedback to our organization is extremely helpful.
· Celebrate the contributions your group has made! Thank everyone who has given their time and effort to volunteer.
